 SECTION 1.  (a)  The State Board of Examiners of Alcoholism and Drug 21 

Abuse Counselors, established by § 17-27-404, is abolished, and its powers 22 

and duties are transferred to the Division of Behavioral Health of the 23 

Department of Health and Human Services by a type 3 transfer as prescribed in 24 

§ 25-2-106.   25 

 (b)  For purposes of this act, the Division of Behavioral Health of the 26 

Department of Health and Human Services shall be considered a principal 27 

department established by Acts 1971, No. 38. 28 

 29 

 SECTION 2.  (a)  The State Board of Registration for Professional 30 

Geologists, established by § 17-32-201 et seq., is abolished, and its powers 31 

and duties are transferred to the Arkansas Geological Commission by a type 3 32 

transfer as prescribed in § 25-2-106.

 (a)  There is created the Abstracters' Board of Examiners.   23 

 (b)(1)  The board shall consist of three (3) members, appointed by the 24 

Governor, subject to confirmation by the Senate, for a term of six (6) years.   25 

  (2)  Two (2) members shall have been actively engaged in the 26 

making of abstracts of real estate titles in the state for a period of five 27 

(5) years prior to appointment.   28 

  (3)  One (1) member shall be knowledgeable of the abstract 29 

business.   30 

 (c)  Vacancies on the board caused by death, resignation, or otherwise 31 

shall be filled by appointment of the Governor, subject to confirmation by 32 

the Senate.   33

registered architect may perform such engineering work as is incidental to 7 

the practice of architecture, and an engineer may practice such architectural 8 

work as is incidental to the practice of engineering.

 A person shall be guilty of a Class B misdemeanor each day of the 28 

unlawful practice to constitute a distinct and separate offense if that 29

  (1)  Practices or offers to practice the profession of 31 

architecture in this state without being registered or exempted therefrom in 32 

accordance with the provisions of this chapter;   33 

  (2)  Gives any false or forged evidence of any kind to the 34 

Arkansas State Board of Architects and Registered Interior Designers or to 35 

any member thereof for the purpose of obtaining a certificate of 36 
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registration;   1 

  (3)  Falsely impersonates any other registrant of like or 2 

different name;   3 

  (4)  Attempts to use an expired or revoked certificate of 4 

registration; or   5 

  (5)  Violates, or aids or abets any violation of, any of the 6 

provisions of this chapter.   7

 17-15-104.  Enforcement. 10 

 (a)  It shall be the duty of all duly constituted officers of the law 11 

in this state, and of all political subdivisions, to enforce the provisions 12 

of this chapter and to prosecute any persons violating its provisions.   13 

 (b)  The Attorney General or his or her assistants shall act as legal 14 

advisor to the Arkansas State Board of Architects and Registered Interior 15 

Designers and shall render any legal assistance that may be necessary in 16 

carrying out the provisions of this chapter. The examining body, in its 17 

discretion, may employ other legal assistance that it may require.   18

 SECTION 27.  Arkansas Code § 17-15-105 is amended to read as follows:   20 

 17-15-105.  Injunctions. 21 

 (a)  The violation of any provision of this chapter, and the 22 

construction of any structure in violation of its provisions, or any of them, 23 

is declared to constitute a nuisance and a threat to the public health and 24 

welfare and may be enjoined by the Arkansas State Board of Architects and 25 

Registered Interior Designers in the circuit courts of this state, even 26 

though the violation may be punishable by fine, the intention of this section 27 

being to provide a speedy means of protecting the public.   28 

 (b)  The examining body shall not be required to execute or give a bond 29 

for cost, indemnity, or stay, as a condition to the issuance of a restraining 30 

order or injunction, either temporary or permanent, in any court of this 31 

state.

 17-15-201.  Members. 35 

 (a)  The Arkansas State Board of Architects and Registered Interior 36 
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Designers shall consist of:   1 

  (1)  The Dean of the University of Arkansas School of 2 

Architecture. The dean shall be a nonvoting member; and   3 

  (2)(A)  Seven (7) Eleven (11) members, appointed by the Governor 4 

and confirmed by the Senate for terms of five (5) years, or until their 5 

successors are duly appointed and qualified. The American Institute of 6 

Architects - Arkansas Chapter shall recommend three (3) members of the 7 

Arkansas chapter who are in good standing for appointment on the examining 8 

body. The Governor is strongly encouraged to appoint the members nominated by 9 

the American Institute of Architects - Arkansas Chapter.   10 

   (B)  Of the seven (7) eleven (11) members appointed by the 11 

Governor, five (5) shall be citizens of the United States, residents of this 12 

state, and architects of recognized standing who have been engaged in the 13 

independent practice of architecture for at least ten (10) years prior to 14 

appointment.   15 

   (C)  Of the seven (7) eleven (11) members appointed by the 16 

Governor, two (2) shall be citizens of the United States and residents of 17 

this state and shall not be actively engaged in or retired from the 18 

architecture profession. One (1) shall represent consumers, and one (1) shall 19 

be sixty (60) years of age or older and shall represent the elderly. Both 20 

shall be appointed from the state at large subject to confirmation by the 21 

Senate. The two (2) positions may not be held by the same person. Both shall 22 

be full voting members but shall not participate in the grading of 23 

examinations.    24 

   (D)  Of the eleven (11) members appointed by the Governor, 25 

four (4) shall be registered interior designers.   26 

 (b)  Each member of the examining body shall receive a certificate of 27 

his or her appointment from the Governor and before beginning his or her term 28 

of office shall file with the Secretary of State his or her written oath for 29 

the faithful discharge of his or her duties.   30 

 (c)(1)  By due process of law, the Governor may remove any member of 31 

the examining body for misconduct, incompetency, neglect of duty, or for any 32 

malfeasance in office.   33 

  (2)  Vacancies in the membership of the examining body shall be 34 

filled for the unexpired term by appointment by the Governor as provided for 35 

in subsection (a) of this section.   36 
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  (3)  If the Governor does not name a successor for an unexpired 1 

term or fill a vacancy within three (3) months after the term of a member has 2 

expired or a vacancy occurred, then the remaining members of the examining 3 

body shall be empowered to, and may, fill the vacancy by electing a member 4 

having the qualifications required by subsection (a) of this section to serve 5 

out the vacant term.   6

reimbursement in accordance with § 25-16-901 et seq.   8

 17-15-202.  Organization and proceedings. 11 

 (a)  The Arkansas State Board of Architects and Registered Interior 12 

Designers shall hold at least two (2) meetings each year for the purpose of 13 

examining the candidates for registration and license. Special meetings shall 14 

be held at such times as the regularly adopted rules and regulations of the 15 

examining body shall provide.   16 

 (b)  Three (3) members of the examining body shall constitute a quorum, 17 

but no action may be taken without at least three (3) votes in accord.   18 

 (c)  The examining body shall adopt and have an official seal.   19 

 (d)  The examining body shall annually elect a president, a secretary, 20 

and a treasurer. The offices of secretary and treasurer may be held by the 21 

same person, and there may be included in the election, if deemed advisable 22 

by the examining body, a vice president.

suit in its proper name to enforce, or restrain the violation of, any 33 

provision of this chapter.   34

examining body, under the hand of its president and the seal of the examining 36 
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body, may subpoena witnesses and compel their attendance and may require the 1 

production of books, papers, documents, etc., in any case involving 2 

revocation of registration.

principles and practices and make and keep such books and records in 33 

accordance therewith for such period of time as the board may by rule 34

 (b)  The report shall show the amounts of principal and undistributed 2

the end of the period being reported on.   7
