TO IMPROVE PUBLIC SAFETY AND SLOW 16 

CORRECTIONS GROWTH. 17

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS: 20 

 21 

 SECTION 1.  DO NOT CODIFY.  Legislative intent. 22 

 The intent of this act is to implement comprehensive measures designed 23 

to reduce recidivism, hold offenders accountable, and contain correction 24 

costs. 25 

 26 

 SECTION 2.  DO NOT CODIFY.  Establishment of a study. 27 

 (a)(1)  The Department of Community Correction shall conduct or 28 

commission a thorough examination of the financial obligations incurred by 29 

offenders in the Arkansas criminal justice system and the manner in which 30 

these obligations are imposed and collected. 31 

  (2)  The Department of Community Correction will:  32 

   (A)Both: 33 

    (i)  Examine state and local laws and policies 34 

pertaining to the ordering, collection, and distribution of court-ordered 35 

restitution, fees and other charges in misdemeanor and felony criminal cases; 36 
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and 1 

    (ii)  Review individual cases and practices. 2 

   (B)  In examining the data collected under subdivision 3 

(a)(2) of this section, the report shall include: 4 

    (i)  The types of criminal convictions for which 5 

restitution is ordered; 6 

    (ii)  How frequently restitution orders are issued; 7 

    (iii)  The rate at which the restitution is paid; 8 

    (iv)  The methods used by law enforcement and by the 9 

courts to ensure the restitution is paid; 10 

    (v)  The existence of any collection gap between what 11 

is ordered and what is actually paid; 12 

    (vi) The impact of child support obligations on the 13 

overall financial obligations of the offender and the relationship and 14 

relevance of child support to other financial obligations on the offender; 15 

and 16 

    (vii)  How each court prioritizes the collection of 17 

the various financial obligations of offenders; 18 

   (C)  Examine by judicial district the data collected under 19 

this section; and 20 

   (D)  Investigate other issues that the Department of 21 

Community Correction finds relevant to the issues identified in this section. 22 

 (b)  The data, findings, and conclusions of the study shall be 23 

submitted in a report due December 31, 2012, to the House Judiciary 24 

Committee, the Senate Judiciary Committee, the Administrative Office of the 25 

Courts, and the Governor and shall include recommendations to improve the 26 

system to ensure proper payment and justice for the victims of crime.  27 

 28 

 SECTION 3.  Arkansas Code § 5-4-104(d)(2), regarding authorized 29 

sentences, is amended to read as follows: 30 

 (d)  A defendant convicted of an offense other than a Class Y felony, 31 

capital murder, § 5-10-101, treason, § 5-51-201, or murder in the second 32 

degree, § 5-10-103, may be sentenced to any one (1) or more of the following, 33 

except as precluded by subsection (e) of this section: 34 

   (1)  Imprisonment as authorized by §§ 5-4-401 — 5-4-404; 35 

   (2)  Probation as authorized by §§ 5-4-301 — 5-4-307 and 16-93-36 
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306 — 16-93-314; 1 

   (3)  Payment of a fine as authorized by §§ 5-4-201 — 5-4-203; 2 

   (4)  Restitution as authorized by a provision of § 5-4-205; or 3 

   (5)  Imprisonment and payment of a fine. 4 

 5 

 SECTION 4.  Arkansas Code § 5-4-104(e)(1)(B), regarding authorized 6 

sentences, is amended to read as follows: 7 

 (B)(i)  In any other case, the court may suspend imposition of sentence 8 

or place the defendant on probation, in accordance with §§ 5-4-301 — 5-4-307 9 

and 16-93-306 — 16-93-314, except as otherwise specifically prohibited by 10 

statute. 11 

   (ii)  The court may not suspend execution of sentence. 12 

 13 

 SECTION 5.  Arkansas Code § 5-4-105(a)(1), regarding expungement and 14 

sealing options, is amended to read as follows: 15 

 (1)  If no judgment of guilt is entered as a consequence of a plea of 16 

guilty or nolo contendere, eligibility for an expungement or a sealing of the 17 

records of the criminal prosecution is governed by § 5-4-311, § 5-64-413, or 18 

§ 16-90-1301 et seq., §§ 16-93-301 — 16-93-303, or § 16-93-314; and 19 

 20 

 SECTION 6.  Arkansas Code § 5-4-301(d)(2), regarding the imposition of 21 

a sentence, is amended to read as follows: 22 

 (2)  The entry of a judgment of conviction does not preclude: 23 

   (A)  The modification of the original order suspending the 24 

imposition of sentence on a defendant or placing a defendant on probation 25 

following a revocation hearing held pursuant to § 5-4-310 § 16-93-307; and 26 

   (B)  A modification set within the limits of §§ 5-4-303, 5-4-304, 27 

and 5-4-306 § 16-93-309 and § 16-93-312. 28 

 29 

 SECTION 7.  Arkansas Code § 5-4-303 is amended to read as follows: 30 

 5-4-303. Conditions of suspension or probation. 31 

 (a)  If a court suspends imposition of sentence on a defendant or 32 

places him or her on probation, the court shall attach such conditions as are 33 

reasonably necessary to assist the defendant in leading a law-abiding life. 34 

 (b)  The court shall provide as an express condition of every 35 

suspension or probation that the defendant not commit an offense punishable 36 
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by imprisonment during the period of suspension or probation. 1 

 (c)  If the court suspends imposition of sentence on a defendant or 2 

places him or her on probation, as a condition of its order the court may 3 

require that the defendant: 4 

   (1)  Support his or her dependents and meet his or her family 5 

responsibilities; 6 

   (2)  Work faithfully at suitable employment; 7 

   (3)  Pursue a prescribed secular course of study or vocational 8 

training designed to equip him or her for suitable employment; 9 

   (4)  Undergo available medical or psychiatric treatment and enter 10 

and remain in a specified institution when required for medical or 11 

psychiatric treatment; 12 

   (5)  Participate in a community-based rehabilitative program or 13 

work-release program that meets the minimum state standards for certification 14 

uses practices proven to reduce recidivism and for which the court may impose 15 

a reasonable fee or assessment on the defendant to be used in support of the 16 

community-based rehabilitative program or work-release program; 17 

   (6)  Refrain from frequenting an unlawful or designated place or 18 

consorting with a designated person; 19 

   (7)  Have no firearm in his or her possession; 20 

   (8)  Make restitution to an aggrieved party in an amount the 21 

defendant can afford to pay for the actual loss or damage caused by his or 22 

her offense; 23 

   (9)  Post a bond, with or without surety, conditioned on the 24 

performance of a prescribed condition; and 25 

   (10)  Satisfy any other condition reasonably related to the 26 

rehabilitation of the defendant and not unduly restrictive of his or her 27 

liberty or incompatible with his or her freedom of conscience. 28 

 (d)  Following a revocation hearing held pursuant to § 5-4-310 and in 29 

which a defendant has been found guilty or has entered a plea of guilty or 30 

nolo contendere, the court may: 31 

   (1)  Continue the period of suspension of imposition of sentence 32 

or continue the period of probation; 33 

   (2)  Lengthen the period of suspension or the period of probation 34 

within the limits set by § 5-4-306; 35 

   (3)  Increase the fine within the limits set by § 5-4-201; 36 
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   (4)  Impose a period of confinement within the limits set by § 5-1 

4-304; or 2 

   (5)  Impose any conditions that could have been imposed in the 3 

original order. 4 

 (e)(d)  If the court places a defendant on probation, as a condition of 5 

its order the court may require that the defendant: 6 

   (1)  Report as directed to the court or the probation officer and 7 

permit the probation officer to visit the defendant at the defendant's place 8 

of employment or elsewhere; 9 

   (2)  Remain within the jurisdiction of the court unless granted 10 

permission to leave by the court or the probation officer; and 11 

   (3)  Answer any reasonable inquiry by the court or the probation 12 

officer and promptly notify the court or probation officer of any change in 13 

address or employment. 14 

 (f)  Following a revocation hearing in which a defendant continues on a 15 

period of suspension or a period of probation, nothing prohibits the court 16 

upon finding the defendant guilty at a subsequent revocation hearing from: 17 

   (1)  Revoking the suspension or period of probation; and 18 

   (2)  Sentencing the defendant to incarceration in the Department 19 

of Correction. 20 

 (g)(e) If the court suspends imposition of sentence on a defendant or 21 

places him or her on probation, the defendant shall be given a written 22 

statement explicitly setting forth the conditions under which he or she is 23 

being released. 24 

 (h)(1)(A)(f)(1) If the court suspends imposition of sentence on a 25 

defendant or places him or her on probation conditioned upon his or her 26 

making restitution under subdivision (c)(8) of this section, the court, by 27 

concurrence of the victim, defendant, and the prosecuting authority, shall 28 

determine the amount to be paid as restitution. 29 

    (B)(2)  After considering the assets, financial condition, 30 

and occupation of the defendant, the court shall further determine: 31 

      (i)(A)  Whether restitution shall be total or 32 

partial; 33 

      (ii)(B)  The amounts to be paid if by periodic 34 

payments; and 35 

      (iii)(C)  If a personal service is contemplated, the 36 
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reasonable value and rate of compensation for the personal service rendered 1 

to the victim. 2 

   (2)  If the court has suspended imposition of sentence or placed 3 

a defendant on probation conditioned upon the defendant making restitution 4 

and the defendant has not satisfactorily made all of his or her payments when 5 

the probation period has ended, the court may: 6 

    (A)  Continue to assert the court's jurisdiction over the 7 

recalcitrant defendant; and 8 

    (B)  Either: 9 

      (i)  Extend the probation period as the court deems 10 

necessary; or 11 

      (ii)  Revoke the defendant's suspended sentence. 12 

 (i)(1)(g)(1)  In a case in which counsel has been appointed to 13 

represent a defendant due to the defendant's indigency and the court suspends 14 

imposition of sentence or places a defendant on probation at the time of 15 

disposition, the court shall revisit the issue of the defendant's indigency. 16 

   (2)(A)  When appropriate and when the defendant is financially 17 

able to do so, the court may assess an attorney's fee to be paid by the 18 

defendant as part of his or her suspension or probation. 19 

    (B)  The amount of the assessed attorney's fee should shall 20 

be commensurate with the defendant's ability to pay. 21 

    (C)  The assessed attorney's fee shall be paid to the state 22 

as a means of partial reimbursement for providing appointed counsel. 23 

   (3)  In no event is failure to pay an assessed attorney's fee, 24 

standing alone, a ground for the revocation of a suspension or probation. 25 

   (4)(A)  The assessed attorney's fee under subdivision (i)(2) 26 

(g)(2) of this section shall be collected by the county or city official, 27 

agency, or department designated under § 16-13-709 as primarily responsible 28 

for the collection of fines assessed in a circuit court or district court of 29 

this state. 30 

    (B)  On or before the tenth day of each month, the county 31 

or city official, agency, or department described in subdivision (i)(4)(A) 32 

(g)(4)(A) of this section shall remit any assessed attorney's fee collected 33 

to the Arkansas Public Defender Commission on a form provided by the 34 

commission. 35 

    (C)  The commission shall deposit the money collected into 36 
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a separate account within the State Central Services Fund to be known as 1 

“Public Defender Attorney Fees” to be used solely to defray costs for the 2 

commission. 3 

 (j)  If a court places a defendant on probation conditioned upon his or 4 

her paying supervision fees and the defendant has not satisfactorily made all 5 

of his or her payments when the probation period has ended, the court may: 6 

   (1)  Continue to assert the court's jurisdiction over the 7 

defendant; and 8 

   (2)  Extend the probation period as the court deems necessary. 9 

   10 

 SECTION 8.  Arkansas Code § 5-4-304 is amended to read as follows: 11 

 5-4-304. Confinement as condition of suspension or probation. 12 

 (a)  If a court suspends the imposition of sentence on a defendant or 13 

places him or her on probation, the court may require as an additional 14 

condition of its order that the defendant serve a period of confinement in 15 

the county jail, city jail, or other authorized local detentional detention, 16 

correctional, or rehabilitative facility at any time or consecutive or 17 

nonconsecutive intervals within the period of suspension or probation as the 18 

court shall direct. 19 

 (b)  An order that the defendant serve a period of confinement as a 20 

condition of suspension or probation is not deemed a sentence to a term of 21 

imprisonment, and a court does not need to enter a judgment of conviction 22 

before imposing a period of confinement as a condition of suspension or 23 

probation. 24 

 (c)  Following a revocation hearing held pursuant to § 5-4-310 and in 25 

which a finding of guilt has been made or a defendant has entered a plea of 26 

guilty or nolo contendere, a court may add a period of confinement to be 27 

served during the period of suspension of imposition of sentence or period of 28 

probation. 29 

 (d)(1)(A) (c)(1)(A)  The period actually spent in confinement pursuant 30 

to this section in a county jail, city jail, or other authorized local 31 

detentional detention, correctional, or rehabilitative facility shall not 32 

exceed: 33 

      (i)  One hundred twenty (120) days in the case of a 34 

felony; or 35 

      (ii)  Thirty (30) days in the case of a misdemeanor. 36 
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    (B)  In the case of confinement to a facility in the 1 

Department of Community Correction, the period actually spent in confinement 2 

under this section shall not exceed three hundred sixty-five (365) days. 3 

   (2)  For purposes of this subsection, any part of a twenty-four-4 

hour period spent in confinement constitutes a day of confinement. 5 

 (e)  If the suspension or probation of a defendant is subsequently 6 

revoked and the defendant is sentenced to a term of imprisonment, the period 7 

actually spent in confinement pursuant to this section shall be credited 8 

against the subsequent sentence. 9 

 10 

 SECTION 9.  Arkansas Code § 5-4-306 is amended to read as follows: 11 

 5-4-306. Time period generally — Modification. 12 

 (a)(1)  If a court suspends imposition of sentence on a defendant or 13 

places him or her on probation, the period of suspension or probation shall 14 

be for a definite period of time not to exceed the maximum jail or prison 15 

sentence allowable for the offense charged. 16 

   (2)  The court may discharge the defendant at any time. 17 

 (b)  During a period of suspension or probation, upon the motion of a 18 

probation officer or a defendant or upon the court's own motion, a court may: 19 

   (1)  Modify a condition imposed on the defendant; 20 

   (2)  Impose an additional condition authorized by § 5-4-303; 21 

   (3)  Impose an additional fine authorized by §§ 5-4-201 and 5-4-22 

303; or 23 

   (4)  Impose a period of confinement authorized by § 5-4-304. 24 

 25 

 SECTION 10.  Arkansas Code § 5-4-308 is repealed. 26 

 5-4-308. Transfer of jurisdiction. 27 

 (a)  If a defendant during a period of probation goes from a county 28 

where he or she is being supervised to another county, jurisdiction over the 29 

defendant may be transferred in the discretion of the supervising court to a 30 

court of comparable jurisdiction in the other county if the court in the 31 

other county concurs. 32 

 (b)  If jurisdiction over a defendant is transferred pursuant to 33 

subsection (a) of this section, the court in the county to which jurisdiction 34 

is transferred has any power with respect to the defendant that was 35 

previously possessed by the transferring court. 36 
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 (c)  The procedure under this section may be repeated if a defendant 1 

goes from the county where he or she is being supervised to another county 2 

during the period of his or her probation. 3 

 4 

 SECTION 11.  Arkansas Code § 5-4-309 is repealed. 5 

 5-4-309. Violation of conditions — Arrest, revocation, and sentencing. 6 

 (a)(1)  At any time before the expiration of a period of suspension or 7 

probation, a court may summon a defendant to appear before it or may issue a 8 

warrant for the defendant's arrest. 9 

   (2)  The warrant may be executed by any law enforcement officer. 10 

 (b)  At any time before the expiration of a period of suspension or 11 

probation, any law enforcement officer may arrest a defendant without a 12 

warrant if the law enforcement officer has reasonable cause to believe that 13 

the defendant has failed to comply with a condition of his or her suspension 14 

or probation. 15 

 (c)  A defendant arrested for violation of suspension or probation 16 

shall be taken immediately before the court that suspended imposition of 17 

sentence, or if the defendant was placed on probation, before the court 18 

supervising the probation. 19 

 (d)  If a court finds by a preponderance of the evidence that the 20 

defendant has inexcusably failed to comply with a condition of his or her 21 

suspension or probation, the court may revoke the suspension or probation at 22 

any time prior to the expiration of the period of suspension or probation. 23 

 (e)  A finding of failure to comply with a condition of suspension or 24 

probation as provided in subsection (d) of this section, may be punished as 25 

contempt under § 16-10-108. 26 

 (f)  A court may revoke a suspension or probation subsequent to the 27 

expiration of the period of suspension or probation if before expiration of 28 

the period: 29 

   (1)  The defendant is arrested for violation of suspension or 30 

probation; 31 

   (2)  A warrant is issued for the defendant's arrest for violation 32 

of suspension or probation; 33 

   (3)  A petition to revoke the defendant's suspension or probation 34 

has been filed if a warrant is issued for the defendant's arrest within 35 

thirty (30) days of the date of filing the petition; or 36 
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  (4)  The defendant has been: 1 

    (A)  Issued a citation in lieu of arrest under Rule 5 of 2 

the Arkansas Rules of Criminal Procedure for violation of suspension or 3 

probation; or 4 

    (B)  Served a summons under Rule 6 of the Arkansas Rules of 5 

Criminal Procedure for violation of suspension or probation. 6 

 (g)(1)(A)  If a court revokes a suspension or probation, the court may 7 

enter a judgment of conviction and may impose any sentence on the defendant 8 

that might have been imposed originally for the offense of which he or she 9 

was found guilty. 10 

    (B)  However, any sentence to pay a fine or of 11 

imprisonment, when combined with any previous fine or imprisonment imposed 12 

for the same offense, shall not exceed the limits of § 5-4-201 or § 5-4-401, 13 

or if applicable, § 5-4-501. 14 

   (2)(A)  As used in this subsection, “any sentence” includes the 15 

extension of a period of suspension or probation. 16 

    (B)  If an extension of suspension or probation is made 17 

upon revocation, the court is not deprived of the ability to revoke the 18 

suspension or probation again should the defendant's conduct warrant 19 

revocation again. 20 

 21 

 SECTION 12.  Arkansas Code § 5-4-310 is repealed. 22 

 5-4-310.  Revocation hearings. 23 

 (a)(1)  A defendant arrested for violation of suspension or probation 24 

is entitled to a preliminary hearing to determine whether there is reasonable 25 

cause to believe that he or she has violated a condition of suspension or 26 

probation. 27 

   (2)  The preliminary hearing shall be conducted by a court having 28 

original jurisdiction to try a criminal matter as soon as practicable after 29 

arrest and reasonably near the place of the alleged violation or arrest. 30 

   (3)  The defendant shall be given prior notice of the: 31 

    (A)  Time and place of the preliminary hearing; 32 

    (B)  Purpose of the preliminary hearing; and 33 

    (C)  Condition of suspension or probation the defendant is 34 

alleged to have violated. 35 

   (4)  Except as provided in subsection (c) of this section, the 36 
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defendant has the right to hear and controvert evidence against him or her 1 

and to offer evidence in his or her own behalf. 2 

   (5)(A)  If the preliminary hearing court finds that there is 3 

reasonable cause to believe that the defendant has violated a condition of 4 

suspension or probation, it shall order the defendant held for further 5 

revocation proceedings before the court that originally suspended imposition 6 

of sentence on the defendant or placed him or her on probation. 7 

    (B)(i)  If the preliminary hearing court does not find 8 

reasonable cause, it shall order the defendant released from custody. 9 

      (ii)  However, a release under subdivision 10 

(a)(5)(B)(i) of this section does not bar the court that suspended imposition 11 

of sentence on the defendant or placed him or her on probation from holding a 12 

hearing on the alleged violation of suspension or probation or from ordering 13 

that the defendant appear before it. 14 

   (6)  The preliminary hearing court shall prepare and furnish to 15 

the court that suspended imposition of sentence on the defendant or placed 16 

him or her on probation a summary of the preliminary hearing, including the 17 

responses of the defendant and the substance of the documents and evidence 18 

given in support of revocation. 19 

 (b)(1)  A suspension or probation shall not be revoked except after a 20 

revocation hearing. 21 

   (2)  The revocation hearing shall be conducted by the court that 22 

suspended imposition of sentence on the defendant or placed him or her on 23 

probation within a reasonable period of time after the defendant's arrest, 24 

not to exceed sixty (60) days. 25 

   (3)  The defendant shall be given prior written notice of the: 26 

    (A)  Time and place of the revocation hearing; 27 

    (B)  Purpose of the revocation hearing; and 28 

    (C)  Condition of suspension or probation the defendant is 29 

alleged to have violated. 30 

   (4)  Except as provided in subsection (c) of this section, the 31 

defendant has the right to: 32 

    (A)  Hear and controvert evidence against him or her; 33 

    (B)  Offer evidence in his or her own defense; and 34 

    (C)  Be represented by counsel. 35 

   (5)  If suspension or probation is revoked, the court shall 36 
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prepare and furnish to the defendant a written statement of the evidence 1 

relied on and the reasons for revoking suspension or probation. 2 

 (c)  At a preliminary hearing pursuant to subsection (a) of this 3 

section or a revocation hearing pursuant to subsection (b) of this section: 4 

  (1)  The defendant has the right to confront and cross-examine an 5 

adverse witnesses unless the court specifically finds good cause for not 6 

allowing confrontation; and 7 

   (2)  The court may permit the introduction of any relevant 8 

evidence of the alleged violation, including a letter, affidavit, and other 9 

documentary evidence, regardless of its admissibility under the rules 10 

governing the admission of evidence in a criminal trial. 11 

 (d)  A preliminary hearing pursuant to subsection (a) of this section 12 

is not required if: 13 

   (1)  The defendant waives the preliminary hearing; 14 

   (2)  The revocation is based on the defendant's commission of an 15 

offense for which he or she has been tried and found guilty in an independent 16 

criminal proceeding; or 17 

   (3)  The revocation hearing pursuant to subsection (b) of this 18 

section is held promptly after the arrest and reasonably near the place where 19 

the alleged violation occurred or where the defendant was arrested. 20 

 21 

 SECTION 13.  Arkansas Code § 5-4-311 is repealed. 22 

 5-4-311. Discharge and dismissal. 23 

 (a)  If a judgment of conviction was not entered by the court at the 24 

time of suspension or probation and the defendant fully complies with the 25 

conditions of suspension or probation for the period of suspension or 26 

probation, the court shall discharge the defendant and dismiss any 27 

proceedings against him or her. 28 

 (b)(1)  Subject to the provisions of §§ 5-4-501 — 5-4-504, a person 29 

against whom proceedings are discharged or dismissed under subsection (a) of 30 

this section may seek to have the criminal record sealed, consistent with the 31 

procedures established in § 16-90-901 et seq. 32 

   (2)  This subsection does not apply if: 33 

    (A)  The person applying for discharge has been convicted 34 

of a sexual offense as defined by § 5-14-101 et seq.; and 35 

    (B)  The victim was under eighteen (18) years of age. 36 
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 1 

 SECTION 14.  Arkansas Code Title 5, Chapter 4, Subchapter 3 is amended 2 

to add new sections to read as follows: 3 

 5-4-312.  Presentence investigation — Placement in a community 4 

corrections program.  5 

 (a)(1)  A court may require that either a presentence investigation be 6 

conducted by either the probation officer or presentence investigation 7 

officer assigned to the court or that the defense counsel of a defendant, the 8 

prosecuting attorney, a probation officer, and other persons whom the court 9 

believes have information relevant to the sentencing of the defendant submit 10 

to the court the information in writing prior to sentencing. 11 

   (2)  The presentence investigation or information submitted by 12 

the persons described in subdivision (a)(1) of this section shall be 13 

forwarded with the commitment order to the circuit clerk and retained in the 14 

defendant's case file. 15 

 (b)  Upon determination by a court that a defendant is an eligible 16 

offender and that placement in a community correction program under § 16-93-17 

1201 et seq. is proper, the court may: 18

eye. One major problem is that we have lost an interim sentencing alternative 2 

between placing a person on probation or a suspended sentence or sending that 3 

person to the prison system. This gap was filled in the past by incarcerating 4 

a person who received a felony suspended sentence which included, as a 5 

condition of the sentence, a period of incarceration in a local detention 6 

facility or incarcerating a person who received a misdemeanor sentence of up 7 

to one (1) year in such a facility. As the prison system backlog inundated 8 

county detention facilities, those spaces were no longer available for these 9 

types of sentences. A result of the insufficient bedspace in county detention 10 

facilities has been that more people are actually being sent to the prison 11 

system in cases where incarceration in county detention facilities is a 12 

viable alternative punishment. 13 

 (b)  This subchapter will help bridge the gap that has been created. 14 

There are incentives for all facets of society. First, although the person 15 

sentenced will be incarcerated, he or she does have an opportunity to “work” 16 

his or her way out of being housed in the prison system. Also, the good time 17 

incentive allows the prisoner to reduce his or her period of incarceration, 18 

not only benefiting him or her, but also making it conducive for sheriffs to 19 

implement work projects and free up their jail space for more violent 20 

offenders. Budgetary cutbacks over the past five (5) years, for example, in 21 

revenue sharing funds from the federal government, have resulted in many 22 

community projects being neglected. An easy example is the clean-up of our 23 

cities, towns, and highways of litter and debris. From the public's 24 

standpoint, this subchapter would most importantly provide a mechanism for 25 

providing these valuable services to the public at a minimal cost. It is 26 

believed that the public will approve of the use of manual labor by persons 27 

as a just punishment. 28

were committed and shall become eligible for judicial transfer pursuant to 36 
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the transfer provisions provided in subdivision (c)(2) of this section. 1 

   (3)  Persons who have committed felonies who are within a target 2 

group as currently defined under § 16-93-1202(10) and who are released on 3 

parole shall be eligible, pursuant to rules and regulations established by 4 

the Parole Board, for commitment to a community correction facility if they 5 

are found to be in violation of any of their parole conditions, unless the 6 

parole violation constitutes a nontarget felony offense. 7 

 (c)  Persons who commit felonies on or after January 1, 1994, and who 8

Department of Community Correction supervision after earning good-time credit 11 

equal to one-half (½) of the remainder of his or her sentence. 12 

    (F)  An offender who is sentenced after July 31, 2007, and 13 

who is transferred back to the Department of Correction for administrative 14 

reasons is eligible for transfer to Department of Community Correction 15 

supervision in the same manner as an offender who is sentenced to the 16 

Department of Correction without a judicial transfer to the Department of 17 

Community Correction; and 18 

  (3)(A)  All other classified or unclassified felons who are 19 

incarcerated therefor shall be eligible for transfer to community punishment 20 

after having served one-third (1/3) or one-half (½), with credit for 21 

meritorious good time, of their sentences depending on the seriousness 22 

determination made by the Arkansas Sentencing Commission, or one-half (½), 23 

with credit for meritorious good time, of the time to which their sentences 24 

are commuted by executive clemency. 25 

    (B)  For example, a six-year sentence with optimal 26 

meritorious good-time credits will make the offender eligible for transfer in 27 

one (1) year if he or she is required to serve one-third (1/3) of his or her 28 

sentence, or one and one-half (1½) years if he or she is required to serve 29 

one-half (½) of his or her sentence. 30

 16-93-1302. Transfer procedures. 32 

 (a)(1)(A)  Inmates under sentence for all felonies except those listed 33

   (C)  Upon completion of the course of action determined by 19 

the Parole Board, after final review of the inmate's file to ensure 20 

successful completion, the Parole Board shall authorize the inmate's transfer 21 

to the Department of Community Correction in accordance with administrative 22 

policies and procedures governing the transfer and subject to conditions 23 

attached to the transfer. 24 

   (3)  Should an inmate fail to fulfill the course of action 25 

outlined by the Parole Board to facilitate transfer to community correction, 26 

it shall be the responsibility of the inmate to petition the Parole Board for 27 

rehearing. 28 

 (b)(1)  Inmates under sentence for the following Class Y felonies shall 29 

be eligible for discretionary transfer to the Department of Community 30 

Correction by the Parole Board after having served the time required as set 31 

by the Arkansas Sentencing Commission with credit for meritorious good time: 32 

    (A)  Murder in the first degree, § 5-10-102; 33 

    (B)  Kidnapping, § 5-11-102; 34 

    (C)  Rape, § 5-14-103; 35

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    (E)  Causing a catastrophe, § 5-38-202(a); 1 

    (F)  Engaging in a continuing criminal enterprise, § 5-64-2 

405; and 3 

   (G)  The manufacture or delivery of a schedule I or 4 

schedule II controlled substance which by aggregate weight including 5 

adulterants or diluents is greater than twenty-eight grams (28 g), § 5-64-6 

401(a)(1). 7 

   (2)(A)  Review of inmates convicted of the enumerated offenses in 8 

subdivision (b)(1) of this section shall be based upon policies and 9 

procedures adopted by the Parole Board for the review. 10 

    (B)  The policies and procedures shall include provision 11 

for notification of victims, that a hearing shall be held and records kept of 12 

such proceedings, and that there be a listing of the criteria upon which a 13 

denial may be based. 14 

   (3)  All transfers of offenders specified in this subsection 15 

shall be issued upon order, duly adopted, of the Parole Board in accord with 16 

such policies and procedures. 17 

 (c)(1)  The course of action required by the Parole Board shall not be 18 

outside the current resources of the Department of Correction nor the 19 

conditions set be outside the current resources of the Department of 20 

Community Correction.
