101(e)(2)(C), concerning the establishment and alteration of precinct 30 

boundaries, polling sites, and vote centers, is amended to read as follows: 31 

   (C)  Notice of a change made to a vote center location 32 

shall be posted at the vote center location used in the last election, and 33 

except for school elections and special elections, the notice shall be 34 

published in a newspaper of general circulation in the county on a website as 35 

defined in § 14-14-117 at least fifteen (15) days before the election. 36
