AN ACT TO INCREASE DRIVER LICENSE RENEWAL FEES TO FUND THE ARKANSAS
ANTI- LITTER FUND.

AN ACT TO INCREASE ANNUAL LICENSE PLATE VALIDATION DECAL FEES TO FUND
THE ARKANSAS ANTI-LITTER FUND.

AN ACT CONCERNING THE DISCLOSURE OF DRIVER'S RECORD INFORMATION FOR
RESEARCH PURPOSES.

REQUESTING THAT THE ARKANSAS CONGRESSIONAL DELEGATION SUPPORT THE
REPEAL OF THE REAL ID ACT OF 2005.

TO REQUIRE LOADS CARRYING GRAVEL OR ROCKS TO BE COVERED.

AN ACT TO ALLOW PERSONS WITH SUSPENDED LICENSES TO TRANSPORT MINOR
DEPENDENTS TO SCHOOL OR CHILDCARE AND TO REPEAL OBSOLETE LAW.

TO REQUIRE LICENSE PLATE SANCTIONS UNDER CERTAIN CIRCUMSTANCES FOR A
MOTOR VEHICLE EQUIPPED WITH A FUNCTIONING IGNITION INTERLOCK DEVICE AND
TO PROVIDE FOR THE ISSUANCE OF A SPECIAL DWI LICENSE PLATE.

TO AMEND PROVISIONS OF THE ARKANSAS CODE REGARDING SPECIAL LICENSE
PLATES FOR HISTORIC OR SPECIAL INTEREST VEHICLES.

TO PRESCRIBE LIMITATIONS FOR YOUNG CHILDREN ON MOTORCYCLES.
AN ACT TO PROMOTE SAFE PASSENGER TRANSPORTATION.

TO AMEND PROVISIONS OF THE ARKANSAS CODE REGARDING THE ARKANSAS
MOTOR VEHICLE COMMISSION ACT, 23-112-101 ET SEQ., FOR CLARITY, FOR SCOPE,
AND TO BETTER PROTECT CONSUMERS.

TO AMEND THE ARKANSAS CODE REGARDING MOTORCYCLES, MOTOR-DRIVEN
CYCLES, AND MOTORIZED BICYCLES.

AN ACT CONCERNING THE POSTING OF SIGNS ON CONTROLLED-ACCESS HIGHWAYS
AND CONTROLLED-ACCESS FACILITIES FOR NOTIFICATION THAT THE LEFT LANE IS
FOR PASSING ONLY.

TO INCREASE THE FINE FOR IMPEDING THE FLOW OF TRAFFIC ON CONTROLLED-
ACCESS HIGHWAYS AND CONTROLLED-ACCESS FACILITIES AND TO DIRECT THE
REMITTANCE AND USE OF THE INCREASED FINE.

TO REQUIRE THAT NOTIFICATION OF ANNUAL ASSESSMENTS INCLUDE THAT NO
VEHICLE REGISTRATION RENEWAL WILL BE ISSUED TO ANY PERSON WHO HAS AN
OUTSTANDING WARRANT FOR HIS OR HER ARREST.

TO INCREASE THE MINIMUM MOTOR VEHICLE LIABILITY INSURANCE COVERAGE, TO
AUTHORIZE THE IMPOUNDMENT OF MOTOR VEHICLES OPERATED WITHOUT LICENSE
AND REGISTRATION, AND TO PROVIDE PAYMENT FOR TOWING AND SERVICE
CHARGES.

TO CREATE THE HIGHWAY MEMORIAL SAFETY PROGRAM TO IMPROVE THE WARNING
FOR DANGEROUS AREAS OF THE HIGHWAY AND PROVIDE A MEMORIAL TO PERSONS
WHO HAVE DIED AS A RESULT OF A MOTOR VEHICLE ACCIDENT AT THAT LOCATION.
