TO ANNUAL RENEWAL.

TO PROVIDE A LIFETIME TEACHING LICENSE TO PUBLIC SCHOOL TEACHERS WHO
RETIRE AFTER TEACHING FOR TWENTY-FIVE (25) YEARS.

TO AMEND THE MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS FOR ADMINISTRATIVE REORGANIZATION OF
SMALL SCHOOL DISTRICTS.
