HJR1001 Barnett PROPOSING AN AMENDMENT TO THE ARKANSAS CONSTITUTION TO RAISE REVENUES
TO BE USED EXCLUSIVELY AS HIGHWAY REVENUES; TO IMPROVE SURFACE
