1. ISP 2013-094 by Representative Dotson — To amend Arkansas law concerning the fee associated with an
application for a license to carry a concealed handgun.

2. ISP 2013-121 by Representative Dotson — To amend Arkansas law concerning persons employed by the
State of Arkansas.

ISP 2013-125 by Representative Dotson — To amend the membership of the Board of Corrections.

4. ISP 2013-153 By Representative Leding — To require state agencies to create a compensation equality
policy; and to require state agencies to be transparent concerning equal compensation for equal services.
