AN ACT TO AMEND THE TIME DURING WHICH CAMPAIGN CONTRIBUTIONS MAY BE
SOLICITED OR ACCEPTED; AND TO AMEND PROVISIONS OF ARKANSAS LAW
RESULTING FROM INITIATED ACT 1 OF 1990 AND INITIATED ACT 1 OF 1996.

TO PROHIBIT ELECTED PUBLIC OFFICIALS FROM REGISTERING AS LOBBYISTS.

TO AMEND THE LAW CONCERNING THE PUBLICATION OF CERTAIN CAMPAIGN
FINANCE REPORTS.

TO AMEND THE LAW CONCERNING APPROVED POLITICAL ACTION COMMITTEES; AND
TO PREVENT A MEMBER OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY FROM FORMING MORE THAN
ONE (1) APPROVED POLITICAL ACTION COMMITTEE.

TO AMEND THE LAW CONCERNING ETHICS VIOLATIONS BY CERTAIN ELECTED
OFFICIALS; TO PROHIBIT CONSTITUTIONAL OFFICERS FROM SOLICITING OR
ACCEPTING LOANS FROM LOBBYISTS; AND TO AMEND ARKANSAS CONSTITUTION,
ARTICLE 19, SECTION 30.

TO AMEND THE LAW CONCERNING ELECTIONS AND BALLOTS.
