AN APPLICATION BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY UNDER ARTICLE V OF THE UNITED
STATES CONSTITUTION FOR A CONVENTION FOR PROPOSING AMENDMENTS.

TO CREATE THE ARKANSAS SUNSET ACT OF 2015; TO PROVIDE FOR SYSTEMATIC
REVIEW OF AGENCIES; AND TO ENCOURAGE EFFICIENT ADMINISTRATION OF
GOVERNMENT FUNCTIONS.

TO REDUCE THE FEE FOR A CONCEALED CARRY LICENSE; AND TO CREATE A
LIFETIME CONCEALED CARRY LICENSE.

TO ELIMINATE THE DUAL STATUS OF THE STATE HOLIDAY CELEBRATING ROBERT E.
LEE'S BIRTHDAY ON THE SAME DAY AS THE STATE HOLIDAY CELEBRATING THE
