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Amendment No. 3 to House Resolution No. 1034.

Amend House Resolution No. 1034 as originally introduced:

Page 49, delete line 14 and substitute the following:
"the birthday of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. under § 10-2-128.

TRAVEL

108.(a) All out-of-state travel by House of Representatives members

and staff shall be by the mode most advantageous to the State of Arkansas
when cost and other factors are considered.

(b) Out-of-state travel by House of Representatives members and
staff shall be by the most expeditious means of transportation and be
commensurate with the nature and purpose of the duties of the House of
Representatives members and staff. The following factors shall be considered
when choosing the mode of transportation:

(1) Total cost, including:
(A) Per diem;
(B) Overtime;
(C) Lost work time; and
(D) Actual transportation costs;
(2) Total distance traveled;
(3) Number of points visited; and
(4) Number of travelers who are House of Representatives

members or staff.

(c) Travel by airplane common carrier is presumed to be the most
advantageous method of transportation, and reimbursement for travel must be
based on airplane common carrier rates when they are both reasonably
available and most economical.

(d) Exceptions to this rule may be made for bona fide medical
reasons."
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
