Amendment No. 1 to House Joint Resolution No. 1024

Amend House Joint Resolution No. 1024 as originally introduced:
Page 3, line 9, delete "(a)"

AND

Page 3, delete lines 11 and 12

AND

Immediately following SECTION 5 of the resolution, add an additional section
to read as follows:

"SECTION 6. (a) No later than thirty (30) days after the effective
date of this section, the independent citizens commission shall conduct a
study of the salary of the Lieutenant Governor to determine if new duties and
responsibilities under this amendment require an adjustment to the salary of
the position.

(b) The commission shall complete its study under subsection (a) of
this section no later than thirty (30) days after the date it begins the
study.

(c)(1l) 1If at the conclusion of its study under subsection (a) of this
section the commission determines that a salary revision for the position of
Lieutenant Governor is appropriate, the commission shall propose an
adjustment under Arkansas Constitution, Article 19, § 3l(e).

(2) A salary revision for the position of Lieutenant Governor
resulting from the study under subsection (a) of this section is not subject
to Arkansas Constitution, Article 19, § 31(g)(3)(A)."

AND

Page 4, delete lines 5 and 6 and substitute the following:
"SECTION 7. EFFECTIVE DATE. (a) Except as provided in subsection (b)
of this section, this amendment is effective on and after January 1, 2023."
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AND
Page 4, line 9, delete "2018" and substitute "2022"
AND

Appropriately renumber the sections of the resolution
