Page 3, delete lines 17 and 18, and substitute the following: 
 "SECTION 2.  DO NOT CODIFY.  Contingent effective date. 
 This act is effective on and after the later of: 
  (1)  January 1, 2021; or 
  (2)  The certification by the Attorney General that the United 
States Department of Health and Human Services requires mandatory electronic 
prescribing." 
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
