It also iInspects and licenses airports and provides
grants to assist with upgrading of airport facilities and maintenance of
safety devices.

The total appropriation is $27,626,613. Of the total appropriation
amount, $12 million is a federal appropriation for grants to cities and
counties.

FUNDING SOURCES

The Department operation’s appropriation is funded through special
revenues from a tax on aviation fuels and aviation related products sold
in the state. The Department also receives federal funds.
