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Senator Larry R. Teague represents Senate District 10, which is comprised of Howard, 

Montgomery, Pike and Polk counties as well as portions of Clark, Hempstead, Nevada and 

Sevier counties.  He was re-elected to the Senate in 2012.  He is chairman of Joint Budget 

Committee and Girls State and vice chairman of the Senate Revenue and Tax Committee.       

In the current 90th General Assembly, his committee memberships include: Senate Insurance & 

Commerce; Senate Rules, Resolutions & Memorials; Arkansas Legislative Council (ALC)-

Review; Joint Public Retirement & Social Security Programs; Legislative Joint Auditing; ALC-
