BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1. Arkansas Code § 24-8-101(a), concerning a previously
retired justice, is amended to read as follows:

(a) Asny A judge or justice under—the apge of seventy (/0) who is
receiving retirement benefits under § 24-8-201 et seq. or § 24-8-701 et seq.,
who is elected or appointed to any judicial office in this state, and who
foregoes receipt of retirement benefits while serving in the judicial office
shall be entitled to resume receiving his or her previous retirement benefits

upon termination of the subsequent service.

SECTION 2. Arkansas Code § 24-8-215(c), concerning eligibility for

benefits and retirement generally, is repealed.
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SECTION 3. Arkansas Code § 24-8-218(c) (4)(A), concerning retirement
and survivors’ benefits generally, is amended to read as follows:

(4) (A) Any A judge or justice underthe age of seventy (70) who
is receiving retirement benefits under this subchapter or § 24-8-701 et seq.
and who is elected or appointed to any judicial office in this state and who
foregoes receipt of retirement benefits while serving in the judicial office
shall be entitled to resume receiving his or her previous retirement benefits

upon termination of the subsequent service.

SECTION 4. Arkansas Code § 24-8-224 is repealed.
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SECTION 5. Arkansas Code § 24-8-710(b), concerning eligibility for

benefits and retirement generally, is repealed.
