 THAT the interim House Committee on Public Health, Welfare, and Labor 13 

study effective strategies for the cost-effective, safe, and proper recycling 14 

of electronic devices to ensure that all Arkansans enjoy safe air, soil, and 15 

drinking water and that public and private recycling businesses that 16 

currently recycle electronic devices are able to meet or exceed environmental 17 

and safety standards. 18

 BE IT FURTHER PROPOSED THAT the interim House Committee on Public 20 

Health, Welfare, and Labor develop strategies concerning the recycling of 21 

electronic devices, including oversight, regulation, and assistance to 22 

businesses in the recycling of electronic devices, that act in cooperation 23 

and in concert with the solid waste management districts of Arkansas and 24 

within the rules and regulations of the Arkansas Department of Environmental 25 

Quality.  26

 BE IT FURTHER PROPOSED THAT the interim House Committee on Public 28 

Health, Welfare, and Labor encourage manufacturers and business entities in 29 

the state and other persons who sell electronic devices to assist the 30 

committee in developing an equitable funding program for the proper recycling 31 

and disposal of electronic devices if the state administers and funds such a 32 

program. 33
