 THAT the Interim Senate Committee On State Agencies And Governmental 22 

Affairs study: 23 

 (a)  The size and growth for the past ten (10) years of state 24 

government as it relates labor and employment positions and contracts 25 

provided by state government; 26 

 (b)  Hiring practices in filling those positions and contracts;  27 

 (c)  The percentage of the annual budget for the past ten (10) years 28 

that is dedicated to labor, employment, salaries, pay, and other monetary 29 

rewards for state employment or labor contracts with the state; 30 

 (d)  The number of state positions authorized by law for the past ten 31 

(10) years; 32 

 (e)  The number of state employees holding state positions for the past 33 

ten (10) years; 34

 (f)  The manner, amount, and equity of the distribution to each state 1 

agency for the past ten (10) years of positions, employees, contracts, and 2 

budget appropriations for positions, employees, and contracts; 3 

 (g)  The number of unfilled state positions for the past ten (10) 4 

years, the amount of budget appropriations for those unfilled positions, the 5 

reasons for the vacancies, and any opportunities that may be created by the 6 

continued vacancy of the positions; and 7 

 (h)  Ideas and methods designed to reduce, slow, or stabilize the 8 

unnecessary growth of state government or to save taxpayer money. 9

 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT, upon request, the Department of Finance 11 

and Administration and other state agencies provide information and 12 

assistance in achieving the purposes of this interim study proposal. 13
