Parents and Students: It is hard to believe we are entering April of this school year. Sum-
mer will be here before we know it.

IMMUNIZATION LAW CHANGES:

The AR Department of Health has issued new immunization rules that I want to let you
know about now.

These vaccine requirement changes go into effect SEPTEMBER 1, 2014.

I have highlighted in RED the major changes that affect our student(s).

Kindergarten:
DTaP: 4 doses with last dose after age 4
Polio: 4 doses with last dose after age 4
MMR: 2 doses — 1 after age 1, 2nd dose at least 28 days after dose 1

Hepatitis B: 3 doses
Varicella: 2 doses — 1 after age 1, 274 dose at least 28 days after dose 1
Hepatitis A: 1 dose after age 1.

1st Grade:

All required K immunizations PLUS Hepatitis A — 1 or 2 doses (I immedi-
ately-followed by 204 dose 6 months later)

I have sent letters to ALL current K students needing dose 1 and/or dose 2
for 1t grade. These will be due by 10-1-14 >> 30 days after the immun-
1zation Iaw changes go into effect to avoid exclusion.

Students that are 10 years or older (most 4t graders, some 3¢ graders).
Tdap: 1 dose
Ifyour student is not yet 10, please obtain the Tdap vaccine when they turn 10 years

old.

Please plan ahead, as all students state-wide will need the vaccines. Getting the im-
munizations now would be recommended to avoid the rush to obtain vaccinations that will
occur when the changes go into effect. Bring all updated vaccine records to the health of-
fice.

A complete synopsis of changes affecting all grades K-12 will go out later this semes-
ter in Tuesday folders. Please look for it!
