AMENDING THE ARKANSAS CONSTITUTION TO ABOLISH THE OFFICE OF CONSTABLE.

PROPOSING A CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT TO PROVIDE THAT APPROPRIATION
BILLS ARE VALID FOR ONE FISCAL YEAR; TO REQUIRE GENERAL ASSEMBLY TO MEET
IN FISCAL SESSION DURING EVEN-NUMBERED YEARS; AND TO SET LENGTH OF
SESSIONS.

PROPOSING AN AMENDMENT TO THE ARKANSAS CONSTITUTION TO AUTHORIZE THE
GENERAL ASSEMBLY TO ESTABLISH A STATE LOTTERY TO HELP FUND COLLEGE
SCHOLARSHIPS AND TEACHER BONUSES IN THIS STATE.

PROHIBITS THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY FROM ENACTING A LAW TO LEVY ATAXOR TO
INCREASE THE RATE OF CERTAIN TAXES EXCEPT UPON THE VOTE OF THREE-
FOURTHS (3/4) OF THE TOTAL MEMBERSHIP OF EACH HOUSE.

AN AMENDMENT TO THE ARKANSAS CONSTITUTION CONCERNING GOVERNMENT
REFORM AND CONDITIONS OF SERVICE APPLICABLE TO MEMBERS OF THE GENERAL
ASSEMBLY.

AN ACT AMENDING VARIOUS PROVISIONS OF THE ARKANSAS CONSTITUTION
CONCERNING VOTING AND ELECTIONS.

AMENDING THE ARKANSAS CONSTITUTION TO CREATE A CONSTITUTIONAL RIGHT TO
HUNT, FISH, TRAP, AND HARVEST GAME.

TO PROPOSE A CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT TO REVISE THE DUTIES, LIMITATIONS,
AND PRIVILEGES OF THE LEGISLATIVE BRANCH.
