 WHEREAS, SPC Henry Austin Phillips was awarded the Bronze Star on 20 

December 29, 2004, in connection with his service to his nation during 21 

Operation Iraqi Freedom II; and  22

 WHEREAS, Henry Austin Phillips was born on May 16, 1977, in Fort Smith, 24 

Arkansas, and currently resides outside of Maysville, Arkansas; and  25

 WHEREAS, Henry Austin Phillips was a member of Charlie Company, 1st 27 

Battalion of the 153rd Infantry Brigade (Separate) during Operation Iraqi 28 

Freedom II; and 29

 WHEREAS, on May 19, 2004, while on a mission in Baghdad, Iraq, SPC 31 

Phillips and five others were hit by the blast of an improvised explosive 32 

device, causing the loss of a portion of SPC Phillips’s right leg; and  33

 WHEREAS, following the blast, insurgents began throwing grenades and 35 

shooting at SPC Phillips and his comrades; and  36 
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 WHEREAS, despite the loss of a portion of his right leg, SPC Phillips 2 

received a weapon from a fellow soldier and returned fire to help secure the 3 

area; and  4

 WHEREAS, as a representation of his valorous acts of heroism, SPC 6 

Phillips received the Bronze Star with a “V” for valor; and  7

 WHEREAS, SPC Phillips has also been awarded the Purple Heart in 9 

recognition of the injury he suffered; and  10

 WHEREAS, SPC Phillips’s valor and courage brings pride to his wife, 12 

Pam; his children, Stephanie, Cameron, and Jacob; his grandson, Ethan; and 13 

all Arkansans; and  14

 WHEREAS, the courageous acts of SPC Phillips while serving his nation 16 

deserve the recognition of the House of Representatives,  17
