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an international tournament in Oklahoma City and a gold medal and a silver 1 

medal at the 14th Annual U.S. Open Taekwondo Championships and concurrent 2

 WHEREAS, Hunter has achieved his Taekwondo accomplishments despite 5 

suffering from moderate to severe asthma; and 6

 WHEREAS, Hunter was named in 2001 as an Ambassador to the American Lung 8 

Association of Arkansas and continues to work with the association in 9

 WHEREAS, despite the honors he has received, Hunter’s greatest 12 

accomplishment is his strength of character and his willingness to come to 13 

the aid of those in need, 14
