 WHEREAS, the Lady Charging Wildcats made believers of all opponents in 25 

the state tournament, defeating West Memphis in the first round and then 26 

defeating AAAAA-South champion Pine Bluff and AAAAA-East champion Cabot in 27 

the next two rounds; and 28

 WHEREAS, the Lady Charging Wildcats defeated AAAAA-West champion Fort 30 

Smith Northside in the championship game by limiting the team to forty-three 31 

percent (43%) shooting from the field and out-rebounding the Lady Bears 33-32

 WHEREAS, in one of the most exciting championship games in recent 35 

memory, the lead changed eleven (11) times in the second half but the lack of 36 
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a twelfth lead change allowed the Lady Charging Wildcats to survive a late 1 

charge for the 52-50 victory; and 2

 WHEREAS, Head Coach Daryl Fimple exclaimed that "these girls played 4 

about as hard as any that I've ever had"; and 5

 WHEREAS, Sherina Scott scored fifteen (15) points and the tournament's 7 

most valuable player, Gabby Coleman, added eleven (11) points and handed out 8 

four (4) assists as the Lady Charging Wildcats outlasted the Lady Bears; and 9
