That the following is proposed as an amendment to the Constitution of

the State of Arkansas, and upon being submitted to the electors of the state

for approval or rejection at the next general election for Representatives
and Senators, if a majority of the electors voting thereon at the election
adopt the amendment, the amendment shall become a part of the Constitution of

the State of Arkansas, to wit:

SECTION 1. Section 38 of Article 5 of the Arkansas Constitution is
amended to read as follows:
[§ 38.] Taxes - Increase - Approval by electors.

&£ 2. No new tax may be levied except after the approval of the

qualified electors voting thereon at an election, or in case of emergency, by

the votes of three-fourths of the members elected to each House of the

General Assembly.

None of the rates for preperty,—exeisey, privilegeor personal taxesy

new taxes, levied now or in the future, shall be increased by the General

Assembly except after the approval of the qualified electors voting thereon
at an election, or in case of emergency, by the votes of three-fourths of the
members elected to each House of the General Assembly.

SECTION 2. This amendment shall become effective January 1, 2009.
