 SECTION 38.  (a) During the fiscal year ending June 30, 2008, after all 18 

of the maximum allocations of revenues have been allocated for fiscal year 19 

2007-08 in Section 35 of this Act, the Chief Fiscal Officer of the State 20 

shall transfer on his books and those of the State Treasurer and Auditor of 21 

State the next one million six hundred thousand dollars ($1,600,000), or so 22 

much thereof as is available, to the Budget Stabilization Trust Fund. 23 

     (b) During the fiscal year ending June 30, 2009, after all of the 24 

maximum allocations of revenues have been allocated for fiscal year 2008-09 25 

in Section 37 of this Act, the Chief Fiscal Officer of the State shall 26 

transfer on his books and those of the State Treasurer and Auditor of State 27 

the next one million eight hundred thousand dollars ($1,800,000), or so much 28 

thereof as is available, to the Budget Stabilization Trust Fund. 29

   SECTION 39.  EMERGENCY CLAUSE.  It is hereby found and determined by 31 

the General Assembly of the State of Arkansas that changes in the state's 32 

fiscal laws must take effect at the beginning of the fiscal year, that if the 33 

current legislative session is extended such that the 90 day period is later 34 

than July 1, 2007 the changes will not be timely. Therefore, an emergency is 35 

declared to exist and this act being immediately necessary for the 36 
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preservation of the public peace, health, and safety shall become effective 1 

on July 1, 2007.  2
