(a) In establishing credited service under § 24-2-401 et seq., persons

who receive credited service pursuant to § 24-4-101(17)(B)(xiii) for dual
full-time employment in the Arkansas Public Employees’ Retirement System and
the Arkansas Local Police and Fire Retirement System under the provisions of
this act may count periods of credited service covering the same calendar

time enlyeonee under both the Arkansas Public Employees’ Retirement System

and the Arkansas Local Police and Fire Retirement System.

(b) To be eligible for retirement benefits under both the Arkansas

Local Police and Fire Retirement System and the Arkansas Public Employees’

Retirement System, the member shall:

(1) Be a full-time member of both the Arkansas Local Police and

Fire Retirement System and the Arkansas Public Employees’ Retirement System;

and

(2) Qualify for benefits under either the Arkansas Local Police

and Fire Retirement System or the Arkansas Public Employees’ Retirement
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System.
