SECTION 1. Arkansas Code Title 20, Chapter 9, Subchapter 1 is amended

to add an additional section to read as follows:

20-9-102. Abortions in state-owned healthcare facilities prohibited.

(a) A hospital, clinic, or other health facility owned or operated by

the State of Arkansas, a county, a city, or other governmental entity, except

the government of the United States, another state, or a foreign nation shall

not:

(1) Provide, induce, perform or permit its facilities to be used

for the provision, inducement or performance of an abortion except if

necessary to avert the death of the woman;

(2) Lease or sell or permit the subleasing of its facilities or

property to a physician or a health facility for use in the provision,

inducement, or performance of an abortion, except an abortion necessary to

avert the death of the woman; or

(3) FEnter into any contract with a physician or a health

facility under the terms of which the physician or the health facility agrees

to provide, induce, or perform abortions, except an abortion necessary to

avert the death of the woman.

(b) Subsection (a) of this section does not preclude a hospital,

clinic, or other health facility from:

(1) Providing treatment for post-abortion complications; or

(2) Permitting its facilities to be used for the provision,

inducement, or performance of an abortion if the services are made available

as a condition of the receipt of federal funds.
