 WHEREAS, the Hornets dominated the state tournament in the Class 1A-5A 21 

division with a final score of 288.5 over the 195.5 points tallied by the 22 

second place team from Beebe High School; and 23

 WHEREAS, individual state champions from Maumelle were:  Justin Butler 25 

at 138 pounds who pinned his opponent in the final round and finished the 26 

season with a 31-1 record; Daniel Viera at 152 pounds who won his finals 27 

match with a 7-2 score and finished the season with a 33-7 record; Keon McVay 28 

at 160 pounds won 6-5 and finished the season with a 30-8 record; and Malik 29 

Singleton at 195 pounds won his match 4-2 in overtime and finished the season 30 

with a 22-4 record; and 31

 WHEREAS, the Hornets also had Willie Wright at 145 pounds as state 33 

runner-up; Andrew Menchaca at 106 pounds, Adam Nevarez at 113 pounds, Cole 34 

Brainerd at 120 pounds, Taylor Humphrey at 126 pounds, and Keon Quince at 285 35 

pounds each finished in third place; and Brendan Rancifer at 132 pounds and 36 
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Gabe Crumley at 170 pounds finished in fourth place; and 1
