6-20-607. Inflationary adjustments.

(a) The General Assembly finds that isolated funding and special needs

isolated funding, provided under § 6-20-601 et seq., is necessary to ensure

that students residing in isolated school areas are provided a substantially

equal opportunity for an adequate education.
