BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS: 24

 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code Title 3, Chapter 5, Subchapter 1, is amended 26 

to add an additional section to read as follows: 27 

 3-5-108.  Importation of wine under certain circumstances prohibited. 28 

 (a)  Wine shall not be imported into Arkansas from a state that imposes 29 

standards on agricultural products if those standards impose a substantial 30 

burden on this state's agriculture industry as determined by the Secretary of 31 

the Arkansas Agriculture Department. 32 

 (b)  The Director of the Alcoholic Beverage Control Division may impose 33 

sanctions, or suspend or revoke a license for a violation of this act. 34
