SECTION 1. Section 19 of Article 7 of the Arkansas Constitution is

SECTION 5. Amendment 41 of the Arkansas Constitution is amended to
read as follows:

Election of county clerk.

The provisions for the election of a County Clerk upon a population
basis are hereby abolished and there may be elected a County Clerk in like

manner as a Circuit Clerks for the term of four (4) years, and in such cases,

the County Clerk may be ex officio Clerk of the Probate Court of such county

until otherwise provided by the General Assembly.

SECTION 6. EFFECTIVE DATE. (a) This amendment shall become effective

on and after January 1, 2017.
