 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code § 6-16-1204(e)(1)(B), concerning a reduced 20 

tuition rate for endorsed concurrent enrollment courses, is amended to read 21 

as follows: 22 

   (B)  The reduction in tuition under subdivision (e)(1)(A) 23 

of this section or any tuition paid by the institution of higher education 24 

under subdivision (e)(3)(B) of this section shall not be considered an 25 

institutional scholarship. 26

 SECTION 2.  Arkansas Code § 6-16-1204(e), concerning tuition for 28 

endorsed concurrent enrollment courses, is amended to add an additional 29 

subdivision to read as follows: 30 

  (3)(A)  A national school lunch student, as defined in § 6-20-31 

2303, shall not be required to pay any of the costs up to a maximum of six 32 

(6) credit hours of endorsed concurrent enrollment courses that are taught: 33
