BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1. Arkansas Code § 14-42-103 is amended to read as follows:
14-42-103. Vacancies in municipal offices generally.

14-43-501(a) or § 14-43-411(a) A vacancy of a municipal office in a

municipality, regardless of the classification or form of government of the

municipality, shall be filled according to one (1) of the following methods:

(1)(A) At the first council meeting after the declaration of the

vacancy, the governing body of the municipality shall elect by a majority
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vote of the governing body of the municipality a person to serve the

unexpired term.
