SECTION 1. Arkansas Code Title 6, Chapter 25, Subchapter 1, is amended

to add an additional section to read as follows:

6-25-107. Certain materials limited.

(a) A kindergarten through grade five (K-5) library media center shall

store any material that concerns an individual’s sexuality, including without

limitation a book or other resource that is located in the library media

center that is available to the public, in a locked room within a designated

area.

(b) A kindergarten through grade five (K-5) library media center shall

not allow a student enrolled in the school to view or check out a book or

other resource that concerns sexuality and that is stored in a locked room

within a designated area unless the library media center receives prior

written approval from the student’s parent, legal guardian, or person

standing in loco parentis to the student.

(c)(l) An allegation of noncompliance with this section shall be
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referred to the Professional Licensure Standards Board by filing a formal

complaint.
(2) The State Board of Education shall take the following

actions based on a recommendation from the Professional Licensure Standards

Board:

(A) For an individual who is found to be noncompliant with

this section the first time, the individual shall receive a written reprimand

and his or her teaching license shall be suspended; and

(B) For an individual who is found to be noncompliant with

this section a second time, the individual shall have his or her license

teaching revoked.
