BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS:
SECTION 1. Arkansas Code Title 6, Chapter 21, Subchapter 1, is amended

to add an additional section to read as follows:

6-21-122. Eli’s Law — Audio recording device — Required in certain

locations.

(a) This section shall be known and may be cited as "Eli’s Law".

(b) (1) To ensure the safety of each student, each public school

district and open-enrollment public charter school shall install an audio

recording device in each locker room and changing room located on the public

school district’s or open-enrollment public charter school’s property.

(2) Each public school district and open-enrollment public

charter school shall post in a conspicuous place in each locker room and

changing room located on the public school district’s or open-enrollment

public charter school’s property a sign that notifies individuals of the
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presence of an audio recording device in the locker room or changing room.

(c)(1) A public school district or open-enrollment public charter

school shall maintain the audio recordings created by the devices installed

under subsection (b) of this section for the duration of the school year in

which the audio recordings were created.

(2) At least ten (10) days before the destruction of an audio

recording obtained under subsection (b) of this section, the public school

district or open-enrollment public charter school shall publish a notice of

intent to destroy the audio recording on the public school distriect’s or

open-enrollment public charter school’s website.
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
