 WHEREAS, Hornets quarterback Jordan Walker was awarded Most Valuable 25 

Player, rushing twenty (20) times for one hundred fifty-five (155) yards, 26 

completing nine (9) of eighteen (18) passes for one hundred twenty-two (122) 27

 WHEREAS, Jordan Walker played in the past four (4) Class 7A state 30 

championship games for the Hornets, with the team winning three (3) of the 31
